Wr IERTAS it is expedient to eslablish an elected local govemment system to
devolve political, administrative and financial r€sponsibility and authority to lhe elected
representatiles of the local govemments; to promote good governance, effective
delivery of services and transparent decision making $rough institutionalized
pafiicipation ofthe pcople at local level; an4 to deal with ancillary matters;

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CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION

l. thorl tide, ertena .od coDmencem€trt- (l) This Acr may be

called the Islamabad Capital Territory Local GovemmentAc! 2015.

(2) lt exlends to the Islamabad Capital Tenitory except any ares excluded

by the Govemmenl by notification, for reaso'ns to be recorded in w ting.

(3) Il shall come into force on such date as the Goveoment may, by
notificslion, agpoint and differ€nt dates may be appointed for coming into-[orce of
different provisions ofthis Act.

2. Definitioos.{l) In this Act, unless there is an}thing repugnant in

ihe subject orcontext,

(c) "budget" means an oflicial statement ofthe income and expenditure
ofa local govemment for a financial year;

(d) "building" includes any shop, house, hut outhouse, shed, stable or
enclosure built of any material and used for any purpose, and also
includes a wall, well, verandah, platform, plinth, ramp, stair-case ard
steps;

(€) "building line" means a line beyond which the outer face or any part
ofan extemEl wall ofa building may not project beyond privately
owrcd land in the direction ofany stree! exisling or proposed;

(f) "byelaws" means byc-laws made under this Act or made under the
Capital Development Authority Ordinance, 1960 (Xxllt of 1960) or
the MunicipalAdministration Ordinance, 1960; .

(g) "cattle" includes cows, buffaloes, bulls, oxen, bullocks, heifers, calves,
camels, sheep, goats and others;

(h) "Chairman" means the Chairmaoofa Union Council as mentioned in
section 11;

(a) "Administration" means the lslamabad Capital Territory
Adminislratioi;

(b) -Aulhority" means the Capital DevelopmenrAuthority:
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(i) '[hief Officef'means the Chiefofficer appointed und€r s€ction 63;

C)'€ode"meansrhetueofcriminalProcedue, 1898(ActVof 1898);

(k) "cons€rvancy" means the collection, treaineflt, reooval and disposal'
of refrrse;

(l) 'dairy" inctudes any fam, cattle-shed, cow-house, milk store, milk
shop or any olher place from wh€r€ milk or milk products are supplied;

(rn) "Deputy Mayor" means a Deputy Mayor of the Metropolitan
Corporation elected under s€ction 12;

(n) "District" means lhe area specified in section 2 of the Capital of the
Republic (Determination ofArea) Ordinance, 1963 (Ordinance VI of
r%3);

(o) "draiD" includes a sewer, a house drain, a drain ofany other description,
d tunnel, a culvert, a ditch, a channel or any other device for carrying
sullage or rain water;

(s) "food" includes every eatable us€d for food or drink by human beings
but does not include drugs or wate[

and includes such other disese as the Governrnent may, by notificatiorL
declare to be infectious or disease for purpo.s€s ofthis Act;

(gg) "nuisance" includes any act, omission, place or thing which causes or
is likely to c6use injury as may be sp€cified, daoger, snnoyance or
offence to the sense ofsight, smellor hearing or which is or may be

dangerous to life or injurious to health or property;

(hh) "occupier" means any person! for the time being, in actual lawful
occuparion of dle land or building and includes an owne. in aclual
occupation ofthe land or building;

(ii) 'bwner" includes the person for the time being receiving the rerlt of
land ard buildings oreitheroflhem, includingan agenl or tustee for
any person or society or for any religious or chaitable purpose or who
would so rcceive the same if land or buildingwas letto a tmant;

0) "peasant" means a landless farm \\'orker ot a person. who during the
period offive years prcceding the year in which the election is held,
owningless than five acres of land as sole owner for subsistencc livirrg;

Ga) "prescribed" means prescribed by the rules as deftred under clause
(tt);

(1I) "prohibited zone" means any area or areas within a local govemment
declared as prohibited zonc by apublic notice for purposes ofthisAct;

(mm) "public road" means and includes a road or street or way maintained
by the Government or by a local govemment or by any other local
authority;

(nn) "public place" means any building, premises or place to which the
public have access;

(oo) "rate" mer.ns and includes the cha€es that may be fixed and levied
by the local govemmenls for provision ofany services, for which it
incurs a cost. pror ided under this Act:

(pp) "rcfuse" includes rubbish, offal night-soil, carcasses ofanimals, deposis
of sewemge, wasle and any other offensive matter;

(qq) "rent" rDeans whatever is by law pay.ble in money or kind by a tenant
or lessee on account of lawful occupalion or osc of any building or
land;
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(lr) "revenue estate" means a nevenue estate declar€d under the Land
Rcvenue Act, 1967 (XVII of | 967) as adapted in $e lslamabad Capital
Territo(v.

(ft) "rules" merrs rules made under the Capital Development Authority
Ordinance, 1960 or may be made under this Act:

(w) "streets line" means a line dividing the land comprisgd in, and forming
pan of, a road or sfeet from the adjoining land;

(ww) "tax" includes any c.ss, rate, fee, toll or othe! charge levied under this

(vv) "Union Council" means an srea notified as a Union Council under

scction 7;

obb) "village" means an integrated and contiguous human habilation
commonly identified by a name and includes a dhok, chak, gaown.

basti or any other comparable habitalion within a revenue estate;

(ccc) "vot€r" means a person, whose namc for the time being appears on

the electoral rolls prepared or adepted for the puposes ofthe el€ction
under Ihis Act;

"worker" means a person directly engaged in work or is dependent on
personal labour for subsistence living and inc ludes a worker as dcfined
in the lndustrial RelationsAct 2012 (X of20l2);

(ss) "road" includes a mad ora street or waywhich isnol a thoroughfare;

(uu) "Schedule" means a Schedule appended to thisAct;

(K\) "technocrat" mears a person who is the holder ofa degre€ requiring
conclusion of at least sixteen years of education recognized by the
HigherEducation Commission and at least five years ofexp€rience in
the relevant field:

(zz) 'lehicle" merns a whoeled conveyanc€ capable of being uscd on a

road or streel

(aaa) "Vice Chairman" means the Vice Chairman of a Union CoDncil as

mentioned in section ll:
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(e€e) ')outh" mesns a person who is enrolled as a voter in the respective

Union Council and is not less than twenty-five yeals ofage on last day
fixed for filing ofnomination papers; and

(fff) "Zoning Regulation:' mcans the Islamab.d Capital Te.itoiy Zo[iry
Regulatiois 1992.

(2) Thc expression$ not defined in sub-section (l), shall hav€ the same

meaning as defin;d. in any other relevant law or generally uxd.

3. Local govemmeDts lo work within the eristitrg firmework.-
(l) The local govemments established under this Act sholl faithfllly obs€rve all laws
applicable in Islamabad Capiral Tenitory.

(2) tn the performance oftheia functions, the local govemments shall not
imp€de or prejudice tfie exercise of the executive authority of the CoverDment or
any office performing functions of the Provincial Goverument i( the Islamabad

Capital Tenitory

(3) The development, planning and ovemll rnainlenance of lhe Master
plan within the specified area of lslamabad Capital TerrftoD/ will continu€ to vest
with Capital D€velopment Authority and lhus the ovemll Master Plan shall apply
and no action by any authority, body or corporation shall be initialed in violation of
the Cepital DevelopmentAuthority frinance, I 960 and tho Zon ing regulations duly
approved by tfie Govemment. All powers to be exercised and rules to be enforc€d
shall be subject to the plumning framewo* already set in the aforemertioned laws,

rules and r€gulations.

(4) This legal framework shall without derogation to the existing laws and

regulations ofthe Islarnabad Capital Territory and Capital DeveloprDent Authority
and segments not covered by the prevalent law shall be covered by the respective
local Govemment, as determined by the Govemmeirt- Whercver there is a clash
between the existing law and provisions ofthis Act, the existing law shall prevail
unless clearly specified or repealed.

CHAPTER II

LOCAL AREAS

4. I-oc.l er€,s.-{ I ) For purposes ofthis Act,lhe Gov€mment shall, by
notifKrtion, speciry the local arca within lslarnabad Cspital Territory as Uniofl C-olncils
and for the Metropolitan Corporation, as the case may be.
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(2) The Covemment may, by notification, after inviting public objections
and suggestions, aher the limits ofa lGal alea and declare that any area sball cease

to be a Union Council.

(3) Any two or more adjoining Union Councils uithin tslamabad Capital
Territory may, after inviting public objections through a resolutiol passed by two-
third majority ofthe total membership ofeach ofthe UnionCouncils, ma,ke a proposal

lo the Govenrment for a change in their respective boundades subject to the cond ition
that no rev€nue estate shall be divided and the size ofpopulation in th6 relevant
UnionCouncil shall,as far as possible, be close to the average population ofsimilrr
L,nionCouncils in Islamabad Capilal Territory.

(4) Thc Govemment may, with the concun€nce oflfie Election Cornmissioq
alterthe limits ofa Iocal area under this section after the initiation ofprrxeedings of
delimitation ofconstituencies bythe E lection Comm ission but the Govcmment shall
Dot alter the limits ofa local area after the announceme of election schedule for
el€ction in localarea.

5. Divisiotr end reconstitutiotr of, locrl goverrment.-{l) The
Covemmcnt may, by notification. divide a local govemment into two or more local
govemments or alter the limits of a local ggvemment 6nd may specify in the
notificalion the consequences which shall ensue upon the publication of such
notification.

(2) When, as a aesult of such division or reconstitution, any new local
govemment is constihrted, in accordance with the provisions ofthis Acl in the manner

specified in the notification,-

(a) the existing membcrs of any local government so divided or
r€constituted shall bccome the memb€B ofsuch local govemment as

the Govemment may, bynotification, speciry as ifeach such member
had been elected to that local Sovemmenq and

(b) such local govemmentshall, totheexlent and inthe manner specified
in thc notification, be lhe successorofthe localgovemment so divided
or reconstituted.

6. Local Government and Delimitrtion.{ I ) The Govemmenl sh6ll,
by notification in the oflicial Gazette, determ ine the numberofunion Councils within
Islamabad Capital Territory-

(2) After the demarcarion of $e Local Govemment under section 5 and
determination ofnumberofUnion Councils, the ElectionCommission, shall delimit
UnionCouncils.

(3) The Election Commissiol shalldelimit and notiry the Councils on the

basis of the principlcs laid down in section 7, as nearly as possible, under the
Delimitation ofConstituencies Acl 1974 (XXXIV of 1974) or 8ny other Act ofthe
Majlis-e-Shoora (Parlia.rnent).

7. DelimitrtioD ofUnio! Couocils.--{l)A Union Councilshallbe an
area consisting of one or more revenue estates or, in the case of an area where
revision ofsettlement under the law has not taken placq one or mor€ census vi llages
or, in the crse of an urban area, a census block or blocks as delimited for purposes

ofthe last preceding census or a census block and a revenue cstate, notified as such

by the Election Commission-

(2) As far as possible:

(a) the area ofa Union Council shall be a tenitorial unity;

(b) the boundaries of a Urion Council shall not cross the limits of the
Metropolita, Corporation; aDd

(c) the population ofunion Councils wittin the Mctropoliten Coporation
shall be uniform.

E. Wriver ofconditions.-The Election Commission may, in a specific
case and for reasons to be recorded in writin& waive the conditions ofdelimitation
mentioned in section 6.

CHAPTER III

CONSTITUTION OF' LOCAL GOVERNMENTS

9. Cotritituliotr of hcd Govemments. {l) Subject to suEsection
(2), the local govemments constituted under lh is Act shall be:

(a) Metropolitan Corporation for Islamabad Capital Tenitory; and

(b) Union Councils for Islamabad Capital Tenitory ss the Covernment
may notiry.

(2) The Covemment may, by notification, declare any arca in Islamabad
Capital Teritory to be a Union council.

(3) The Covemm€nt may, by nolificatioq speciry the nafie by *,hich loc.l
govemment shall b€ knoqr and unless the name ofa local govemment is so specified,
it shall b€ known as the local govemment ofthe plac-e wheae its office is situate.

(2) The number ofwomen should not be less than 33 per cent, peasarfty'

workers not less than 5 per cent, non'Muslims not less tha[ 5 per cent, youth not
less 5 per cent each and technocrat not less than 2 pei cent. The numbers shall be

computed by the government accordingly through a notification issued from time to
lime.

13. Seying.-Nothing contained in this Chapter shall be construed to
pr€vent a worr6n, peasar[ worker, technocrat or a non-Muslim from being a candidale
or elected to a general seat in any local govemment.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT ELECTIONS

14. Frrnchise.-Save as otherwise provided, election ofmembem ofall
local Sovemments, shali be held on party basis lhrough secret ballot on the basis of
adult fi'anchise.

15. f,lection ofahe oembers ofahe Unior Coutrcik.-Members of
each Union Councils shall be direcdy elected by the voters rrgistered in the concemed
Union Counoil.

(2) The Election Commission may, by order in the Ofiicial Gszette, rnake

provisions forthe condua oflocal govemfie[t elections ifno provirions or no sufficient
provisions have been made under this Act or th€ rules.

18. Execltive Authority to .ssist the Electior CommissioL-It shall
be the duty ofall executive authorities in the Islamabad Capital Territory to assist

the Election Commissiotr in the discharge ofits fimctions.

(3) Thc Mayor a$d the Deputy Mayor shall be el€cted asjoint oandidat6,
in the first session ofthe Metropolitan Corporation, frorE amongst the memb€rs

mentioned al s€rial number (ii) to (vii) ofsub-section ( t L by majority oflho E€mbers
mentioned at serial number (ii) to (vii) of sub-section ( I ) pr*eirt drd votirS.

CHAPTER V

16. ElectioD of lhe members of the Metropolitotr Coaporation.-
Members ofMetropolitan Coeoration, mentioned at serial number (iii) to (vii) of
sub-s€ction ( t ) ofsection 12, shall b€ elected by the memb€6 ofthe Union C.olmcils
present and voting.

17. Election Commission to cordrct electiors.-{1) The Eleclion
Commission shall conduct the local gov€mment elections.
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- t9. Elcctor.l rolb.-{l) A person shall be entided to be enrolled as a
voter ifhe,-

(a) is a citizen ofPakistan;

(b) is nol less than eightecn ycars ofage; and

(c) tulfils such otherconditions as the ElectiorCommission may speciry

(2) The electoral rolls for the local govemment ele.tions shall be prepared

by the Election Commission in such manner as it may deem appropriate and the
electoml rolls shall not be invalid by reason of any erroneous dcscription in the
electoml rolls ofany person listed or ofan omission oflhe name of any person

entitled to be enrolled or ofificlusion ofthe name ofany person not so entitled.

(3) Every person whose name is enterEd in the electoral roll shall be entitled

to cast a vote at the direct eleclions of the local govemment.

20. Appointment ofReturning Officer etc.--{1) Subject to sub-s€ction
(2), the Election Commission shall appoint from amongst the oflic€rs ofthe Election
Commission, the Govemrnerq a bdy or entity conEolled by the Govemment, a

Retuming Officer and an Assistant Retuming Officer for each constituency for
purposes ofdirect election underthis Act.

(2) Tie Election Commission may appoint a person as Retuming OIIicer
or Assistant RetuminS Officer for two or more constituencies.

(3) An Assistant Retuming Officer shall assist the Retuming Ofiicer in
the performance ofhis functions underthisActand may, subject to such conditions
as may be impos€d by the Election Commission, ex€rcise and perform, under lhe
control ofthe Retum ing Olficer, the powers and functions ofthe R€tuming Offic€r.

(4) It shall be the dury ofa Returning Oflicer to do all such acts as may be

necessary for effectively conducting an election in accordance with the provisions
ofthisAct and lhe rules.

2t. Polling Srrtion.-{l ) The ReturninS Officer shall, before such time
as the Election Commission may fix, propose to the Election Commission a list of
polling stations for lhe constituency.

(2) The Election Commissioo may mako such alterations in the list of
polling stations submitted under sub-section (l) as it deems nccessary and shall
forward tothe Retuming Oflicer the fmal listoflhe polling stations.
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(3) The Retuming Offrcer shall establish in each constituency polling
stations according to the final list sent by the Election Commission specirying the

electo.al alea and the voters of the electoral area who shall b€ entitled to vote al
each polling s{ation, and shall, at least seventy two hours before the pol ling day, give
wide publicityofthc polling slations, in such manneras he may deem fit.

(4) A polliog station shall not be located in any premises l^'llich belong to
or are under the control of any candidaG.

22. PrEsidiDg Oltrcers and Pollitrg Olficers.-{ I ) A Retuming Officer
shall appoint for each polling station a Presiding Officer and such number ofAssistant
Presiding Officers and Pol ling Otficels to assist the hesiding OfTicer as the Retuming

Offrcer may consider necessary.

(2) A person who is, or has at any time been, in the employment of any
candidate shall nor be appointed as a Presiding Officcr, Assist nt Presiding Officer
orPolling Oficer.

(3) The R€tuming Officer shall submit a list of Presiding Officers and
Polling Omcers to the Election Commissionat least Iifteen days befor€ thepolling
da,' for approval and no change in the personnel shall be made except with the
approval of the L.lection Commission.

(4) A Presiding Offic.r shall c-onduct lhe poll in eccordance with lhe
provisions ofthis Act and the rules'and shall be responsible for maintsiningorderat
the polling staliofl and shall report to the Retuming Officlr any fact or incident
which may, inhis opinion, aflecl the faimess ofthe poll.

(5) The Retuming Officer shall authorizc one ofthe Assistant Presiding'
Officers to act in place oftfie Pr€siding Officer if the Prcsiding Offi.ar is at any
time during the poll, by reason ofillness or other cause, trot prEsent at thepolling
station, or is unable to perform his functions.

(6) The Reluming Officermay, at anytime during the poll, for reasons lo
bo recorded in writing, suspend any Presiding Officer Assistant Presiding Oflicer
or Polling Olhcer and make such armngements as he may consider necessaD/ for
the performance of the functions of the Omcer so suspended.

23. Suppv ofelectord rolb-( I ) The El€ction Commission shall provide

fie electoral aolls of dle constituency to lhe Retuaning Officer.

(2) The Retuming Officer shall provide to th€ Presiding Olficer the
electoral .olls, containing the names oflhe voters enlitled to vote at a pol ling station.

elected as a member or to hold ar elected ofiice ofa local govemment, ifhg-

(b) is the youlh, is not less than twenty five years ofage on ihe last day
fixed for filing the nomination papers; or
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after rcsigning ftom t|re officc of the Mayor, Deptg Mayor, Choirman or Vice
Chai.marl.

(2) A member ofa local govemmen! other than the Chairman ofa Union
Council, may contest election fo( any other political olftce wilhout resigning from
th€ nernbership ofihe local govemment but aoy such member dEll not simultarcously
hold more than one olfice.

(3) Ifa member ofa local govemment is elected to any other political
oflice, on lhe notirication ofelection ofthat political office, his srat as member of
the locll governme[t shall b€come vrcant.

(5) Nothing in this seotion shall apply to bar a member ofa local government
to contest the election of Mayor, D?uty Mayo., Chairman or Vicc Chairman ofa
locd govemmenl.

28. Conduct of elecdoD!.-The eleclioD to a local govemment shall b€

canducted in tbe prescriH mann€r.

(4) Save as odlerwise provi&d, a local government shall in its firsl meeting
and to the exclusion ofany other business, elect the Mayor and Deputy Mayor or
Deputy Mayo6, Chairman and Vice Chairman in the prescdbed mann€r.

30. Ortt ofomce.-{ I ) A member shall, before taking his seat in a local
govemrnent, make and subscribe to an oath in such form as may be prescribed.

(2) The Mayor, Deputy Mayor, Chairman and Mce Chairman shall assume

office by makinS and subscribing to an oath in such form as may be prcscriM.

(4) Ifa Chairman ofa Union Council is elected as the Mayor or a Deputy
Mayor, he shall cease to be the Chairman ofthe Union Council and the seat of the
Chairman ofthe Union Comcil shall staDd vacated.

29. IerE of oIfce.-{l) sub.iect to the lfiis Ac! lhe t rm ofoffice of a
[ocal govemment shall be five years commenoing oo the date oo which it holds its
first meeting.

(2) The fi.sl meetinS ofa locsl Sovemm€nt shall be held nor larer fian
thirty days frorD the day on which the nshes of its members are notified.

(3) OD the expiry of the term of ofarce of a local government, the
Govemment may appoint an administrator to perform the ftnctions of the local
govemment until the elected local govemment assumes omce which period shall
not exceed six months.
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(3) A Mayor, Deputy Mayor, Chairman and Vice Chairman artd a member
shall. after taking oath ofofrice, declare his assets in the prescribed manner.

3 | . Vrcrncy.-l f the omce of a Mayor, Deputy Mayor, Chairman or
Vic€ Chaiman, or a member indirectly €lected on a reserved sea! for any reason,

falls vacantduring the tem ofomce ofa local govemment, the new Mayoq Deputy
Mayor, Chairman, Vice Chairman or member shall be elected in the prescribed

mann€r within thiny days from the date when such vacancy isnotified and he shall,
subject to lhisAct, hold o{fice for the remaining term ofthe local govemment.

32. Removals.-{l ) Where proceedings ofdisqualification unde. section
26 have been initiated againsta member, the Election CommissioD or any authority
authorised by it may issue a notice to the member to show cause within a specified
period as to why proceedings against him may dot be tlken for his removal for
breach ofany ofthe provisions oIsection 25.

(2) Wherc the Election Comm ission or an authority authorised by it is not
satisfi€d with the reply 10 the notice referred to in sub-section ( I ) or any rep ly to the
said noticc is not fi led wilhin t}le period flxed by i_t it may order for an enq u iry in the
matter and for that purpose appoint an enquiry olTicer

(3) On the basis of enquiry held under sub-section (2). the Election
Commission or an authority authoriscd by it may order the removalofthe member.

31. Resigmtion.-( I ) A Mayor, Deputy Mayor, Chairman, \4ce Chairman
or a memb€r may resiSn his ofllce by tendering resignation in writinS underhis hand

to the local gov€mment of which he is the Mayor. Deputy Mayor, Chairman,
Vice Chairman or a member.

(2) The res;gnation render€d under suusection (t) shall be deemed to
have been accepted and effective fo(hwith and the local govemment shall forwaid
copies ofthe resignationto the Election Commission and theGovemment.

34. Vote of ro-confidetrce.-{ I ) Subject to this scction, a Mayor or
D€puty Mayor, shall cease to hold oflice if a vote of no-confidence is passed against
him in the presc bed manner by two-third majority ofthe total number ofmembers
ofthe local govemment.

(2) A molion of no-confiderce shall not be moved before the expiry of
one year of his assumption of o{fice as the Mayor or Deputy Mayor.

(i) wllere a motion of nGconfidence against the Mayor or Deputy Mayor,
has been moved and t'ails for want ofthe requisite majority ofvotes in ameeting, no
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similar motior shall be moved against him bofore th€ expiry ofone year from the
date when such motion was Doved.

35. Bar against re-election or re-sppoiltme nt.-Whcn a Mayor,
Deputy Mayor, Chairman or Vice Chaiman, of a local SoverDment, is removcd
from office on the ground ofmisconduct, he shall not, duing lhe unexpired period of
the term ofthat local government be eligible for re-election or re-appoinfnent to any
office during the remaining term ofthe local government.

36. Notific.tior of elcctioD, r$igrrtior .[d renovrl.-{l) lvery
eleclion or removal of a member shall be ootified by the Electiotr comnission.

(2) The Govemment shall noti&,-

(a) vacatiotr ofoffice owing to resiSnation or dcath ofa member; arld

(b) election, appointrnent orvacation ofomce, owing to any caus€, ofthc
M;yor, Deputy Mayor, Chairman or Vice Chairman.

(2) A candidate may, in the prescribed manner, file an eleclion petition
before rhe Election Tribunal challenging an election under thisAct.

3E. Electior Tribun.l.---(l) The Election Commission shall, by
notificatiorl sppoint an Elcction Tribunal for such local area as may be spcified in
the notification.

(2) The Election Cornmission may tra.nsfer an election petition from one

Election Tdbunal to another Eleclion Tribunal.

Q) Subjoct to the rules, tle Election Commission rnay, by notiflcation,
i$ue instsnctions for presenratiorl hearing and trial ofan election petition.

(4) The Election Tribunal shall decide an election petition within one

hundred aod twenty days from the date offiling ofthe election petition.

39. Powers of f,lectioD THbnnaL-Th€ Election Tribunal may exercise
poweE ofa civil court trying a suit unde. the Code ofcivil Procedure, 1908 (V of
1908) and shal I be deemed ro be a Court within the meaning ofsections 4E0 and 482
of the Code.

37. Electio, poaitioL-<l) Subject to this Ac! ar election to an office
ofi local govemment shall not be.called in questio, except by an election p€tition.
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40. Decision of the Election Tribural.--.( I ) The Election Tribunal may,

on thc conclusion oftrial ofan €lcction petition, makc an order,-

(a) dismissingthepetition:

(b) declaring the election oftie r€tumed candidate to be void:

(c) declariog lhe election of lhe returned candidate to be void and the
pelitioner or any other contesting candidate to have been duly elected;

or his eleclion agefit or by any other person with the connivance ofthe
candidate or his election agent.

(2) The election ofa retumed candidate shall not be declared void ifthe
Election Tribunal is satisfied $at any corrupt or i llegal pmctice was com m itied withorrt
the conscn! or conn ivance ofthat candidate or his election agent and that the c€ndidale
and the election agent r.rok all reasonable precaution to prevent its commi\\ion.

42. Grould for dechring . p€rson other than a retumed crDdidate
elected.-Thc Election Tribunal shall declare the e lection oflhc rctumed candidate
to be void and the p€titioner or any other contesting candidate to have been duly
elected, if it is so claimed by &e petitioner or any ofthe respondents and the Election
Tribuoalis satisfied that the pet itio.er or such conlesting candidate was entitled to
be declared elected-
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43. Groutrd for decladtrg elections as a wbole void.- The Election
Tribunal shall declare the election as a whole to be void if it is satisfied that the result
ofthe election has been materially affected by reasons of,-

(a) the failurr ofany person to comply with the provisio.s oflhis Act or
lhe rules; or

45. Appeal agaiNt the orders of El€ction Tribural-{l) Any pe.son

aggrieved by a frnal order ofan Election Tribunal may, withir thirty days ofthe
communication of such order, prefer an appeal to the Islamabad High Courl

(2) The Islamabod High Court shall decide an appeal preferred under

suUsecrion (l ) wilhin ninety days.

46. Corrupt pracfce.-A person gui lty ofbribery, personating or undue
influence shall be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may extend to
three years or with lme whicb may extend to one hutrdred thousand rupees or with
bo1h.

47. Bribery.-A pe6on is guilty ofbribery ifhe, directly or indirecdy, by
himselfor by any other person on his behalf.-

(a) receives, agrees or contracts for any gratification for voting or refmins
from voting or refrains fiom being a candidare at or withdmwing or
reliring from. an eledion:

(b) gives, ofTers or promises any gratification to any person for the purpose

of-

(i) inducing a persoDto be orto refrain &om beiDgacaldidat€ atan
election: or

(ii) inducing a voter to vote or refrain frofl voting at any election; or

(b) the prevalence ofextensive coffupt or illegal practice at the election.

44. Decision io case ofequality ofvotes.-Where afler lhe conclusion
ofthe trial, it appears that there is an equality ofvotes between two or more contesting

candidales and the addition ofone vote for one such candidate would entitle him to
be declared elected, the Election Tribunal shall draw a lot in respect oJsuch candidates

a.nd the candidate on whom the lot falls shall be deemed to have received the highest

number ofvotes entitling him to be declarcd elected.
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(ii! inducing a candidate to withdmw or rat e fiom an clection; or

(v) rewarding a voter for having voted or refrained fiom voting at
an dlection;or

(vi) rewarding a candidate for having withdrawn or retried fiom an

48. PersoDating.-A person is guilty ofpersonaling, if he votes or applies
for a ballot paper for voting as some other person whether that other person is living,
dead orfictitious.

(a) in orderto compel any person tovote, reftain ftomvoting, or to induce
or compel any person io withdraw his candidature at an election, directly
orindirectly, by himselfor by any other person on his behalf-

(i) malcs or thr€atens to make use ofady force, vioiencc or rEsxaint;

(ii) inflicts or lhrcstens to inflict any iljury, damagg harm or loss; or

(iii) uses any ofricial influence or Govemmental patronzrge; or

(b) on accaunl of any person haring voted or refiained ftom voting, or
having withdrawn his candidature, does any ofthe acts specified in

(c) by abduction, duress or any fmudulent device or contrivance-

(i) impedes or prevents the free exercise ofthe franchise by a voteq

E plandtion:-ln this seclion, 'harm' includes social ostracism or
excommunication or expulsion from any caste or commun ity.

(iv) rewarding a person for having been or for having refrained from
being a candidare ar an election: or

(ii) compels, induces or prevails upon any voter to !€fain tom voting
or coftpels ary voter to voie.
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50. lllegd pr.ctice.-A person is guilty of illegal practic€ pmishable
wilh fine which may extend to two thousand rupees, ifhe -

(a) obtains or procures, or attempts to obtain or procure, the assistance of
any officer or official offie Federal Govemmen! or a loc{l government

or authority to further or hinder the election of a candidatel

(b) votes or applies for a ballot paper for voting at an election knowing
that he is not qualified forvoting or is disqualified from votirg;

(c) votes or applies for a b.llot paper for voting more than once at sny
polling $ation;

(d) removes a ballot paper or a ballot box from a poll ing station or desEo)rs,

damages or t mpers with the ballot-box used 6t a polling station;

(f) fails to provide statemenl ofelection expenses as required underthis
Act;

(g) makes or publishes a falsc stalemenl-

(i) conceming the peEonal chamcter ofa candidate or his relation
calculat€d to adversely affect lhe election of such candidale or,

for purposes of promoting or procuring the el€ctioo of aaother
candidate, unless he proves that he hrd r€rsonable ground for
believinS, and did believe, the statement to tie true;

(ii) relatingto the symbolofa candidate wheth.rornot such symbol

(b) in any manner obtains or attempts to oblrin, in a polling station,
information as to the candidate for whom a voter in that station is
